Please find the attached manuscript and figures of the article entitled: " Evaluation of total phenolic content of Serbian honeys by cyclic voltammetry " (by Uroš M. Gašić, Dalibor M. Stanković, Dragana Č. Dabić, Dušanka M. Milojković-Opsenica, Maja M. Natić, Živoslav Lj. Tešić and Jelena J. Mutić) which we would like to submit for publication in your distinguished journal.
The type of the manuscript is Original Paper.
Due to our interest in the quality of the Serbian honey samples and continuing research of these nutritionally important products, in this study we have examined antioxidant potential of honey samples of diverse botanical origin. Samples were collected directly from the beekeepers from different places in Serbia. Two different approaches, spectroscopic and electrochemical techniques to determine antioxidative potential and total phenolic content of selected honey samples were used. 
Manuscript was submitted in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society and assigned by number 5839-BN. The manuscript was rejected since the response to reviewers was delayed due to technical issues. We corrected and improved our manuscript as reviewers suggested. The one of comments was about electrochemical behaviour of sugars under described experimental conditions therefore new experiments with artificial honey were done and added to the manuscript.
