You will find in an attach file a manuscript entitled "The (-casein/resveratrol complex: physicochemical characteristics and implications for enhanced nutrition" by Hao Cheng et al. and myself, that we would like to submit for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society. 
In the manuscript, the interaction of ß-casein with resveratrol was investigated using absorption and fluorescence spectroscopy, to determine the effects of the interaction on the characteristics of the protein and the polyphenol and their mixtures. The effects of (-casein and/or resveratrol on the photosensitivity of folic acid, a synthetic form of the B group vitamin known as folates, were also discussed. The data thus gathered provide insight into the protein-polyphenol interaction mechanism and should be useful in the development of (-casein-based carrier systems for the delivery of bioactive molecules.
