Reviewer I 

1. The statement have been rephrased to “in continuation for the search for lead anthelmintics drugs”

2. The writing of the chemical shifts have been corrected but in 13C NMR, contrary to the suggestion of the reviewer, the journal format is two decimal places. 

3. I have cross-checked the calculations of the theoretical and percentage yields using the appropriate limiting reactant.

4. The procedure have been reported elsewhere as found in reference number 34 but this is the first time it is applied in the synthesis of carboxamides from sulphonamide containing compounds. 

5. The water seen as H3O+ adduct in the HRMS values of some of the compound is probably coming from the solvent used in running the experiment. We are all aware of the difficulty of obtaining completely dry solvents even NMR and HPLC grade solvents are not completely dry. 

6. The formula and structure for the description of R and R1 have been properly inserted in scheme 1. 

7. The copies of NMR spectra (1H and 13C) including the HRMS spectra for the novel compounds 21a-q have been provided in the supplementary file. Actually, I provided them in the first submission but they were erroneously labelled as 27a-q instead of 21a-q.
