We would like to submit our manuscript entitled „Essential oil composition of different parts of endemic species Seseli gracile Waldst. & Kit. (Apiaceae) from natural and cultivated conditions” by Mirjana Marčetić, Relja Suručić, Nada Kovačević, Dmitar Lakušić and Branislava Lakušić for the publication as original scientific paper in the Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society.
The aim of the present work was to characterise and compare essential oils of different plant parts of the same genotype of endemic species S. gracile, collected from the natural habitat (Mt. Štrbac, Serbia) and from the cultivated plants (Belgrade, Serbia). The essential oils of the root, aerial parts, inflorescence and fruit were analyzed by GC and GC/MS. The chemical composition of the S. gracile oils showed significant differences at different phenological stages (ANOVA, Cluster analysis). On the other hand, essential oils from the aerial parts from natural and cultivated plants showed quite uniform qualitative composition. Obtained results provide informations about influence of cultivation on the chemical composition of plant secondary metabolites and enable us for proper conservation of plants.
