In the light of previously mentioned and since the authors, in their discussion of the results, are taking into consideration the phase equilibrium data of Biefeld and White and differences between their stability fields of certain phases, it would be recommendable to construct a parallel analysis of used experimental techniques and to specify the advantages /disadvantages of present data over literature data of Biefeld and White (for example, attaining of phase equilibrium, sample contamination, heating rate, DTA atmosphere, etc.).

We agree with Reviewer that this could be an interesting comparison. However, there is no enough experimental data in the Biefeld and White paper. That is why we have put the following text at the end of our manuscript:
“The divergences between our results and those of Biefeld and White31 are hard to be explained from the experimental point of view, because of the lack of experimental details in paper31. For example, there is no information on the DTA purge flow or atmosphere. The only known difference is the heating rate but Biefeld and White31 had determined that this parameter had no influence on the results. In that sense, we believe that the established differences could be the consequence of more precise measurements.”
We hope that the manuscript will now be acceptable for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society.
