I am submitting a manuscript entitled “Synthesis and spectral characterization of 1,2-bis(5-methyl/chloro-1H-benzimidazol-2-yl)ethanols and their Co(II), Pd(II) and Zn(II) complexes” for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society.

Bis-benzimidazoles are known to be strong chelating agents coordinating through both of the C=N group nitrogen atoms and donor groups at the bridging part. In addition, as a typical multidentate ligand they have polymer-forming characteristics. In bioinorganic chemistry, they have been used extensively to help model the active sites of metalloproteins. In this study, we synthesized and characterized new two asymmetric bis-benzimdazole derivatives, 1,2-bis(5-methyl/chloro-1H-benzimidazol-2-yl)ethanols, and their complexes with CoCl2, PdCl2 and ZnCl2.
